We are
seeking a good cross section of skills on the Board, and
would prefer to have representation from both Baldwin
and Nassau buildings.

Annual General Meeting

The Annual General Meeting of the Condominium
Corporation has been scheduled for Monday,
September 20, 2004 at 7:30 pm, with registration
beginning at 7:00 pm, as noted in the AGM package
that was sent to all owners on August 28. Please mark
this date on your calendar and plan to attend the
meeting. This is an ideal opportunity to learn more
about and become involved in the activities and
governance of the Lofts in which you live... and we
need you! We must have a quorum of at least 25% of
the unit owners in order to transact business at the
meeting.

The meeting will be held in the Amenity Room at the
west end of the bottom floor of 21 Nassau. The room is
accessible from the courtyard through the door just
outside the gate, or via the west stairwell in Nassau.

A number of significant issues will be addressed at the
meeting including: a report by our Treasurer and our
Auditor on the audited financial statements of the
Corporation; the election of three new members to the
Board of Directors to fill vacancies; and an update from
the Board of Directors with respect to the business of
the Corporation, including the renovation project.

Baldwin Waste Disposal Chute

Recently damage was done to the waste disposal system
in the Baldwin building, when several heavy metal rods
nearly 3 ft. long were dropped down the garbage chute.
To help everyone understand why this action caused a
problem we have included a diagram of the recycling
system at the right.

To enable the system to sort garbage, paper, and cans &
bottles, several diverter plates are installed at the base of
the chute, at 45° angles. When the “Garbage” setting is
selected (the “default”), the diverter redirects the
garbage bags 45° to the front, into a large metal
compaction container. But if very long items (much
longer than the width of the chute) are sent down, they
cannot go around the 45° corner and the system plugs
up and shuts itself off. In the case of the heavy rods,
they actually damaged one of the damper plates.

Please do not put long objects (or large cardboard
boxes) down the chute. They will probably harm or
shut down the system. Instead, carry these items down
to the recycle room on the north side of the first
parking level.
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Dripping Garbage

Keeping our hallway carpets clean is obviously a major challenge that the Corporation has been trying to deal with.
Dripping bottles, cans, and leaking bags of garbage are some of the biggest sources of staining. Please be mindful
of this problem when carrying items to the waste disposal locations.
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
